Please read Acts 9:37–40. God’s amazing power is sure evident in these verses – Dorcas 
died but was raised again!  

How have you seen God’s power displayed in your life in the last two weeks?

In what area of your life are you longing to see God’s power? How does Dorcas’ and Peter’s 
experience in this passage encourage you? 

As you pray today thank God for His power and the ways He has worked in your life. Talk to Him 
about the areas of your life where you are struggling to see His power. Ask Him for the patience to wait 
for His time and His strength.
